‭The‬‭report‬‭should‬‭be‬‭typed,‬‭12‬‭point‬‭font‬ ‭using‬‭Times‬‭New‬‭Roman.‬ ‭The‬‭heading‬

‭should‬‭be‬‭in‬‭the‬‭Upper‬‭Left‬‭hand‬‭corner‬‭and‬‭include‬‭your‬‭name,‬‭grade,‬‭and‬‭date.‬

‭The‬‭report‬‭should‬‭be‬‭double‬‭spaced.‬

‭The‬‭Structure‬‭of‬‭Your‬‭Report:‬

‭1st‬‭paragraph-‬‭Start‬‭your‬‭report‬‭with‬‭an‬‭introductory‬‭paragraph‬‭that‬‭states‬‭the‬

‭book’s‬‭title,‬‭the‬‭author,‬‭and‬‭the‬‭type‬‭of‬‭book‬‭it‬‭is‬‭(mystery,‬‭fairy‬‭tale,‬‭science‬

‭fiction,‬‭realistic‬‭fiction,‬‭etc.)‬

‭2nd‬‭paragraph-‬‭describe‬‭the‬‭setting‬‭of‬‭the‬‭story.‬ ‭Where‬‭does‬‭it‬‭take‬‭place?‬

‭What‬‭time‬‭period‬‭is‬‭it?‬

‭3rd‬‭paragraph-‬‭identify‬‭the‬‭main‬‭characters,‬‭including‬‭what‬‭they‬‭are‬‭like,‬‭what‬

‭they‬‭look‬‭like,‬‭what‬‭they‬‭like‬‭to‬‭do?‬

‭4th‬‭paragraph-‬‭How‬‭does‬‭the‬‭story‬‭start?‬ ‭What‬‭is‬‭the‬‭problem‬‭in‬‭the‬‭story?‬

‭How‬‭does‬‭this‬‭problem‬‭affect‬‭the‬‭characters‬‭in‬‭the‬‭story?‬ ‭What‬‭are‬‭the‬

‭important‬‭events‬‭in‬‭the‬‭story?‬

‭5th‬‭paragraph-‬‭What‬‭happened‬‭at‬‭the‬‭end‬‭of‬‭the‬‭story?‬ ‭How‬‭is‬‭the‬‭problem‬

‭solved?‬ ‭Who‬‭solved‬‭the‬‭problem?‬

‭*Check‬‭that‬‭your‬‭grammar,‬‭spelling‬‭and‬‭punctuation‬‭are‬‭correct.‬‭Make‬‭sure‬‭to‬

‭use‬‭complete‬‭sentences.‬ ‭Proofread‬‭your‬‭work‬‭before‬‭you‬‭submit‬‭it.‬
